In country where democracy is the main administration system, rights and freedom of

citizen are the heart of the state. Thailand has adopt “the Rule of Law” principle and applies it into every
Constitution Law until today. Constitution of Thailand 2007, has clearly regulated and guarded the
rights and freedom of individuals. Mass.media is count as the occupation which plays an important role
for state since mass media is responsible for delivering news and information to people directly and
thoroughly. To control and deprive rights and freedom of mass media, actually, no one can do that
unless there are rules in the law. Constitution of Thailand 2007 has decreed rules towards mass media
for example in article 29, 45, 46, 47 and 48 however practically, there is a minor law released to clearly
control and deprive rights and freedom of mass media for example, Emérgency Decree on Government
Administration in States of Emergency 2548 and Decree on Computer Related Crimes 2550. These
aspects are terms needed to be further studied since the Constitution of Thailand, as a superb law, has
prohibited and there is a minor law which makes way for government to avoid however it does not go

together very well and it is against freedom and rights in The Rule of Law.
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
