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The purposes of this descriptive research were: 1. To study the state of educational

quality management of private schools in Samutprakan Educatonal Area 1, 2. To study problems
and suggestions for the process of educational quality management, and 3. To compare
educational quality management among different school size. Samples used in the study were
composed of school administrators, administrator-assistants and heads of academic affairs or
teachers working for educational quality with the total of 114 in 38 private schools in
Samutprakan Educational Area 1. The research instruments were questionnaires.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The educational quality management in private schools in Samutprakan
Educational Area 1 was at the high level in overall, with details described that:

1.1 In education administration, the level of educational quality management
was high. The schools clearly had organization management charts, blue-print-administration
structure, annual plans, activities correlated to the plans, job descriptions and responsibility
charts, development plans, strategic plans and indicators of achievement.

1.2 In curriculum and learning management in general, the level of educational
quality management was high. The schools had curriculum structures in accordance with basic
education curriculum, learning contents relating to the core curriculum and the curriculum
structures served school vision, mission and learners’ prospective characters.

1.3 In student activity, the level of educational quality management was the

highest. The schools encouraged their students in responsibility and discipline. Student activities

were focused on ethical and moral skills and other characters according to students’ interest and
maturity. There were rules and regulations for students and those who were responsible for that.
2. In comparing school sizes; small-size schools had less educational quality
management than medium and large-size schools.
3. Problems and suggestions in educational quality management were as follows:

3.1 There were few problems in schools in is study. In administration, some
problems were on decentralization, cooperation, and job description. In curriculum and learning
management, schools had limited space to cope with learning activities and students’ requirement.
In activity, student counseling and consulting were to be expanded to cover fields of study.

3.2 Suggestions in each area were that: In administration, school staff should be
regularly trained in educational quality management, analytical skills, target oriented skills and
educational quality development methods. In curriculum and learning management, students
should have more chance to take part in learning activity in order to encourage them to be self-
learners and be able to apply to real life situation. In student activity, counseling services should

be provided to students in all fields, such as education, career and others.
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
