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In proceeding criminal cases, inspection principles where cooperation in searching for
fact of the case from the beginning either at the official or the court levels are required in order to
enable efficient proceedings. However, most criminal prosecutions by public sector still lack
primary fact searching by the court since it is considered that criminal prosecutions brought by
public prosecutors have already been verified by inquiry officials and public prosecutors have
already considered evidences so the court will not exercise discretion in preliminary examination
prior to charge acceptance. Consequently, the proceedings prior to charge acceptance are not
considered by the court. This is different fro courts in countries exercising civil laws such as
Germany and France where courts play a role in considering cases prior to acceptance. The
consideration is very important because it is a measure to verity that the brought criminal cases are
well-grounded or not.

Case considering prior to acceptance is essential because it is an assurance of the
accused’s right and liberty, which are the core of the case and can be easily affected by the
lawsuit. The court should have a role in considering the case prior to acceptance so that the

criminal proceedings by public prosecutors are fairly and most efficiently exercised.
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
