This thesis aims to study problems related to the legal appropriateness of the basic
principle, which is the source of the court’s impartiality and the judges’ independence, in respect
of those who act as judges, and, broadly, to study the factors that forbid judges, both Thai and
foreign, from trying cases in the court of justice, from which the impartiality principle originates
in order both to guarantee confidence in and to maintain justice. In this study, the theories and
concepts of lawyers in both foreign and Thai texts have been compiled; the study has been
extended to incorporate the execution of duties by judges in cases of incompatibility or in cases
where judges have to perform various duties; the study also covers the principle of impartiality
and the independence of judges when they try cases in the courts of justice.

When trying a case in the court of justice, the first principle that judges should abide
by in order to pronounce a sentence that is impartial is independence. If judges lack independence
and come under the influence of people or organizations that are able to render favour or harm to
them, it is possible that these influential people or organizations may seek to gain from a case or,
prompted by the request of any of the parties in the case, such persons or organizations may
exercise their influence on judges and thus influence their judgment suborning them to pronounce
a sentence in they way they wish.

The study has found that judges who are going to try any case in the courts of justice
must be impartial and must not have been involved in the case before, though they may have been
appointed by the administrative sector to perform other duties which are connected with the case.
This is because a person who has been assigned to many duties related the case will be deemed as

inappropriate to perform the duties of judge.
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
