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This study mainly examines performance outcomes and factors that
explicitly produce robust effects upon opinions of the police officials towards
criminal suppression. The sampled police officials, totally 125 persons, were
accidentally selected to respond the questionnaires designed for this survey
research. The socioeconomic backgrounds of these respondents such as Age,
Educational Level, Marital Status, and Working Duration, had been assessed
with the performance outcon{es of criminal suppression, in order to find out if

there were any statistical correlations with each others or not.

The major findings were that, firstly, most respondents estimated the
performance outcomes of the criminal suppression in the superlative degree of
' the statistical inference. The highest means of such appraisal was the in-time
performances as they had been scheduled in advance. The performances as
such were worth for the personnel and budgets received, good quality, and
satisfied by the Chief. The higher means of evaluation were the job
achievements and the achievements by quantity of works, accordingly.

Secondly, the socioeconomic backgrounds of the respondents did not

have any correlation with the performance outcomes of criminal suppression.
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
