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The objectives of this research were to (1) investigate the levels of
needs and the problems regarding the academic self-development of private
university lecturers, and (2) compare the needs for academic self-development
in terms of the following: gender, age, education level, faculty and working
experience, and (3) compare the problems regarding academic self-
development.

The sample of this study consisted of 385 lecturers from 5 private
universities in Bangkok Metropolis. A questionnaire with the Alfa coefficient
of 0.92 developed by the researcher was used in collecting the data. The data

analysis was presented in the form of frequencies, percentages, means,
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standard deviation, a t-test, one-way analysis of variance and Scheffé post-
hoc comparison.

1. In all, the private university lecturers’ needs for academic self-
development in terms of further education were at an average level, but in
terms of training, their needs appeared to be at a high level. Problems
regarding academic self-development were found to be at an average level.

2. In making a comparison of their needs for academic self-
development and non-academic self-development according to the differences
between them, the findings revealed that no significant difference existed in
lecturers of different gender with regard to formal and non-formal education,
at a level of .05. Significant differences were found in lecturers of different
ages with regard to formal education, and further education and training at a
level of .05, but no significant difference showed up with regard to informal
education at a level of .05. A significant difference occurred in lecturers with
different levels of education with regard to both formal and non-formal
education at a level of .05. Finally, there were significant differences in
lecturers with different years of teaching experience regarding formal
education at a level of .05, but no significant differences appeared with regard
to non-formal education.

3. In comparing their problems regarding academic self-development
in terms of their different characteristics, a significant difference appeared

only in lecturers with different years of teaching experience at a level of .05,
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but no significant differences were found in lecturers of different gender, ages

and levels of education.
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
