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The objectives of this thesis are to study several factors: (1) factors in
terms of economics, that is to say the price of durian, household income, and
number of durian orchards. (2) factors in terms of society and culture, that is
to say, gender, age, educational level, status and social roles, value of
occupation of durian orchard planter and public relations of durian orchards in
terms of tourism and agricultural produce. (3) factors in terms of politics, that
is to say, government policies that have an impact on durian orchard planting;
and (4) factors in terms of dwelling circumstances, that is to say, the
appearance of lands to be utilized for durian planting and the potential for

preventing inundation and wastewater, if it partly renders support to durian
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orchard planters in the area of Bangraknoi Sub-district. These factors are
applied to regulations of research procedure for quality, emphasizing the
information from field trips derivable from in-depth interviews with a sample
population of 25 persons. In other words, a population that continues to
perform occupation of durian orchard planters, totaling 25 samples, and a
group that terminates occupation of durian orchard planter, 5 samples. In this
study, the persons are given assumed names in order to maintain relationship
between individuals in the society of planters.

It is found in the studying results that the factors affecting the
inheritance of an occupation of durian orchard planters in Nonthaburi
Province are the economic factors relating to household income, the social
and cultural factors relating to age, education levels, and values, and the
dwelling factor relating to potential for preventing inundation and wastewater.
In addition, it is found that the political factor greatly accelerates the
termination of occupation of durian orchard planter. Termination also has a
direct impact on the society and culture of planters. The durian orchard
planters in Nonthaburi Province, which is considered as a minor society is
being, provided values by the larger society and culture of “Social City”. The
planter therefore is incapable of performing his role in terms of a producer
prominently and similarly to ways in the past. There is also a tendency of loos
of social function and culture of durian orchard planters in Nonthaburi

Province.
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
