The comparative study investigated students’ political participation between
Ramkhamhaeng University and Assumption University students. This study
has three objectives: (1) to compare political participation between the students
of the two institutions, (2) to study factors influencing the students’ political
participation, and (3) to provide suggestions on promoting high level of
participation of the students.

The subjects of this study were 138 students of Ramkhamhaeng University
And Assumption University. Questionaires were used for collecting data. The
obtained data were statistically analyzed by frequencies, percentages, and Chi-square.
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The results showed:

1. Ramkhamhaeng University students showed higher level in political
participation than those of Assumption University.

2. Ramkhamhaeng University students understood democratic principles,
felt more competence in politics, and showed democratic political culture
better than those of Assumption University |

3. Felt political competence, and democratic political culture related to
political participation among Ramkhamhaeng University students. However,
understanding in democratic principles did not relate to political participation
among Ramkhamhaeng University students.

4. Felt political competence, democratic political culture, and understaning in
democratic principles did not relate to political participation among Assumption

University students.
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
