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The study is to explore the role of the district councils in Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration (BMA) and problem in performing their assigned
duty. The study employs the structural-functional and institutionalization
approaches as framework to analyze the role of the districts

In this study, three districts councils: Bangrak, Bangkhuntien, and
Nongjok, were selected activities under the study includes the authority of the
district council under the BMA Act of B.E. 2528, community development
activities, and agencies involving community development affairs

The study finds that under the present condition the district councils do
not possess much potential in pushing or promoting community development

activities in their respective area, because they are not properly given authority
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to do such a duty. They do not have staff to assist them. What they do totally
depending on their own individual personality and ability. In this case, if the
government wants the district councils to assist the district administration,
certain qualification of the district council members should be specified and

move power should be given to the district councils.
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
