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The violation of inmate civil and human rights in the Thai correctional
system is of national and global concern. This thesis explores the quality of
recognition and enforcement of inmate civil and human rights in the Thai
correctional system. A literary review of Japanese, British, American and
current United Nations standards for correctional system inmate civil and
human rights was conducted. The relevant information gathered from these
countries and organizations was then analyzed and compared with current
standards and procedures, for recognition and enforcement of inmate civil and
human rights in the Thai correctional system. In comparing the Thai
correctional system to other nation’s correctional systems this thesis found that
the specific weaknesses in the Thai correctional system are due to
socioeconomic factors. These weaknesses manifest themselves in the crowded

prisoner conditions, prisoner classification system failure, prisoner health
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conditions, use of excess force in individual prisoner discipline and riot control
suppression techniques, restriction of prisoner personal communications with
the non-inmate community and the maternal rights of female inmates. The
results of this comparison showed that the Thai correctional system suffers
from an inability to protect and enforce the civil and human rights of its

inmates.
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
