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The objective of this research was to analyze theses regarding human
resources training in various organizations classified according to a)
institution, b) the year of publication of the thesis, c) content, d) population
and sample group, €) sources of information and f) research methodology and
tools.

A total of 185 theses is from public universities on training of human
resources within organizations during the period 1998-2004. These theses are
in the Thai National Research Council and the survey period was from August

6, 2004 to October 12, 2004. The survey constitutes the raw data for this

research study.
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An information survey, created by the researcher, was used to collect
data, which was then analyzed in terms of statistics in the form of frequencies
and percentages.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. Classified by institution, it was found that most of the research, in
descending order, was from Kasetsart University, King Mongkut’s Institute of
Technblogy, and Chulalongkorn University.

2. Classified by the year in which graduates published their thesis, it
was found that most of them were published in 2002, 2000 and 1999.
| 3. Classified by the content of the thesis, it was found that most of them
involved course content, problems, needs, and evaluation in this order.

4. Classified by the type of thesis that used population and the type that
used samples, it was found that most of the theses consisted of samples.

5. Classified by sources of information, it was found that most of the
sources were from the government, followed by the private sector.

6. Classified by research methodology, it was found that most of them
were in the form of descriptive research, followed by experimental research.

7. Classified by research tools, it was found that most of them consisted

of questionnaires, tests and more than one research tool respectively.
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
