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The purpose of this study was to identify the following characteristics of
adolescents: the socialization process, ego identity; to compare the socialization
process and the ego identity of adolescents who experienced different levels of
socialization; and to determine the relationship between the socialization
process and the adolescents’ ego identity

The subjects consisted of 459 adolescents, in the first semester of
academic year 2005, at Minburi Technical College, Intrachai Commercial
College, and Kanchanaphisek Technical College (Nongjok), all under the
Office of the Vocational Education Commission. The data was gathered by
means of questionnaires which were divided into 3 parts: general information,
the socialization process and ego identity. Percentages, means, standard

deviation, a One-Way Analysis of Variance and a Pearson Product Moment
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Correlation Coefficient were used for the purposes of data analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1) Adolescents received a high level of support from both the father and
mother in terms of child rearing practice; adolescents received a moderate level
of emotional support in terms of both the father’s and mother’s child rearing
practice, and adolescents had a high level of ego identity.

2) There were significant differences (p <.001) in the socialization
process and ego identity among adolescents who had experienced different
levels of socialization; adolescents with parents who adopted supportive child
rearing practices had more ego identity than adolescents with parents who
adopted emotional child rearing practices and adolescents with parents who
engaged in supportive and emotional child rearing practices. In addition,
adolescents with parents who engaged in supportive and emotional chiid
rearing practices had more ego identity than adolescents with parents who
engaged in emotional child rearing practices.

3) There was a positive relationship (r = .381 p <.001) between parents’
supportive child rearing practices and the ego identity of the adolescents.
However, there was a negative relationship (r = -.386 p <.001) between
parents’ emotional child rearing practices and the ego identity of the
adolescents, and there was no significant difference between parents’
supportive and emotional child rearing practice and the ego identity of the

adolescents.
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
