The objective of this research is to study the factors affecting labor
productivity in Thailand by using time-series secondary data which were
collected from various organizations during the period of the year 1987-2003,
such as Gross Domestic Product at constant price in 1988 and the number of
people in jobs to calculate the labor productivity. Then the calculated labor
productivity is used to find out correlations with labor variables, for example
proportion of labor with a bachelor’s degree per total labor, proportion of
labor with labor skill training per total labor, proportion of labor with labor
law protection per total labor. In addition, the number of labor strikes and the
years of economic crisis are estimated by Ordinary Least Squares Method.

It is found from the result of this research that the variables which have
statistical significant affects on labor productivity in the same direction include

proportion of labor with a bachelor’s degree per total labor, proportion of labor
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with labor skill training per total labor, and proportion of labor with labor law
protection per total labor. In while, the years of economic crisis have affects

on labor productivity significantly in the opposite way.
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
