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The aim of this research is to study the relationship between teachers’
knowledge and attitude towards assessment in accordance with the
fundamental education curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001) in Phichit
Education Zone. The research population consisted of 400 teachers, using
multi-stage random sampling. The main research tool consisted of a
questionnaire created by the researcher in order to measure the teachers’ level
of knowledge and attitude toward the assessment in accordance with the

fundamental education curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001). The reliability was
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at .92 and .93 respectively. The data was analysed in terms of averages and
standard deviation using a t-test and a One-way analysis of variance.

The findings were as follows:

1. The teachers in the Phichit Education Zone have a medium level of
knowledge of assessment in accordance with the fundamental education
curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001). Their attitude was at a high level.

2. The knowledge and attitude toward the assessment in accordance
with the fundamental education curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001) of the
teachers in the Phichit Education Zone has a positive relationship at a
statistically significant level of .05. The coefficient relation was at .416.

3. With regard to experienced teachers teaching at different levels, their
knowledge of assessment in accordance with the fundamental education curriculum of
B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001) was at a statistically significant level of .05. The knowledge of
teachers of different ages, with a different level of education and teaching different
subjects, with regard to assessment in accordance with the fundamental education
curriculum of B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001) showed no statistically significant difference, the
level being .05.

4. The attitude of teachers teaching at different levels toward assessment in
accordance with the fundamental education curriculum of B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001) was
found to be at a statistically significant level of .05. The attitude of teachers with

different ages, level of education, teaching experience and teaching different subjects
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toward the assessment in accordance with the fundamental education curriculum of

B.E. 2544 (A.D.2001) showed no statistically significant difference, the level being
