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This research aims at studying the interest in career choices of
Matthayom Suksa three students of Ramkhamhaeng University Demonstration
School. The research population consisted of 300 Matthayom Suksa three
students in the academic year 2004. The research tool consisted of
questionnaires regarding their interest in their future careers. The data was
analysed using, percentages, means, standard deviation and a Chi-square test.

The findings were as follows.

1. The students of Ramkhamhaeng University Demonstration School

were interested in academic careers the most (65.7%). Secondly, this was
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followed by an interest in business (11.3%), and thirdly by an interest in a
service career (9.3%).

2. The Matthayom Suksa three students of Ramkhamhaeng University
Demonstration School provided the following reasons for their choice of
academic career as their first priority. An academic career was their dream in
that it required the use of their brain much more than it did théir physical
labor. It provided a good income with a high salary and a high degree of
security. Their parents, relatives or others supported this choice. They also had
the freedom to work with a high degree of responsibility in accordance with
their own abilities. It also encouraged them to keep pace with the world at
large and to gain new experience.

3. Gender, their level of scholastic achievement, their parents’ educational
background, their parents’ occupation correlated with their interest interns of
their choice of career at a statically significant level of .05. The number of
siblings, the mother’s occupation and the parents’ income did not have any
relationships with their interest in their chosen career (at a statistically significant

level of .05).
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
