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The purposes of this research were to study the effects of an EQ promotion
program on the EQ of Prathom Suksa 5 Students of Kasetsart University
Laboratory School, Center for Education Research and Development in the
academic year 2004. The sample consisted of 2 twelve-student groups whose
scores on the Emotional Intelligence Test (Schutte) were at the last 12
positions in each class. There was no significant difference in the Emotional
Intelligence scores between these 2 groups which later were randomly
assigned to form an experimental group (Prathom Suksa 5/1 group) and a

control group (Prathom Suksa 5/5 group). Instruments used in the study were:
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1) the Emotional Intelligence Test (Schutte), 2) the Emotional Intelligence
Screening Test (Thailand Department of Metal Health, 2002), and 3) an EQ
Promotion Program. Statistics used in the study were means, standard
deviation, a t-test, and an F-test.

The findings were:

1. There were significant differences at the 0.05 level in the Emotional
Intelligence Screening Test scores between the experimental and the control
group after the experiment and in the follow-up periods.

2. There was no significant difference at the 0.05 level of the
Emotional Intelligence Screening Test scores of the control group derived
from pretest, posttest, and follow-up periods.

3. There were significant differences at the 0.05 level of the Emotional
Intelligence Screening Test scores of the experiment group derived from

pretest, posttest and follow-up periods.
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
