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The aim of this research study is to compare the conditions and
problems regarding teachers’ measurement and evaluation in terms of the
cognitive domain, the affective domain, and the psychomotor domain with
regard to the commercial subjects of marketing, the use of computers, and
accounting in institutions in the Bangkok area under the supervision of the
Office of Vocational Education Commission. The research population, chosen
by stratified random sampling, consisted of 191 teachers of commercial
subjects, i.e. marketing, the use of computers, and accounting, in accordance
with the vocational diploma curriculum of 2002 A.D. in institutions in the
Bangkok area under the supervision of the Office of Vocational Education
Commission. The research tool consisted of a 5-scale questionnaire. The data
was analyzed using an SPSS/FW program to determine frequencies,
percentages, means, and standard deviation. The comparison of the conditions
and problems of measurement and evaluation was conducted by means of a
t-test and One-way analysis of variance.
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The research findings were as follows.

1. Tt was found that the teachers’ measurement and evaluation in the
commercial subjects of marketing, the use of computers, and accounting in
accordance with the vocational diploma curriculum of 2002 A.D. regarding
the cognitive domain, the affective domain, and the psychomotor domain
were at a high level.

2. The problems of the teachers’ measurement and evaluation in the
commercial subjects of marketing, the use of computers, and accounting in
accordance with the vocational diploma curriculum of 2002 A.D. were that
the problems in the cognitive domain were at a low level, while those relating
to the affective domain, and the psychomotor domain were at a moderate
level.

3. With regard to differences in terms of sex, level of education,
teaching experience, and teaching disciplines, teachers exhibited differences
regarding the conditions and problems of measurement and evaluation,
although there was with no statistical significance, the level being 0.05.
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
