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The aim of this research is to study the determinants affecting the
demand for imports and the supply of exports from Thailand. The data for the
study consisted of annual secondary data in the time series from 1982 to 2003.
The data was analyzed by means of multiple linear regressions and the
approximation of the coefficient of factor variables by the method of Ordinary
Least Squares (OLS).

The results of the export supply equation found that the level of export
prices compared with the level of prices in the global market correlated in the
opposite direction with the real export value in accordance with the set
hypothesis at a statistically significant level. The Cross Domestic Product

(GDP) of the trade partner and the exchange rate correlated in the same

direction as the real export value in accordance with the set hypothesis at a
statistically significant level.

The result of the import demand equation found that the exchange rate
correlated in the opposite direction with the real import value in accordance
with the set hypothesis at a statistically significant level. National income, the
value of the import of important products, the net foreign assets ratio per the
level of import value and the international capital reserve per the level of
import value correlated in the same direction with the real import value in

accordance with the set hypothesis at a statistically significant level.
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
