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The normal prooedurés of the administration of justice related to juvenile have
caused problems to the procedures of both the administration of justice and
* the juvenile himself. The government wastes both the budget and personnel in
proceeding the juvenile offending cases. While the offended juvenile is entering the
procedures of the administration of justice, the juvenile absorbs bad behavior
during the process of these procedures of the administration of justice. Instead
of correcting and rehabilitation the juvenile’s behavior to gain his normal life back, he
is condemned of possessing bad behavior. It can be seen that the proceeding with
the juvenile according to the normal procedures does not benefit any party. The
idea of diverting the case not allowing the juvenile, who commits the offence, to
enter the procedures of the administration of justice, then occurs. The juvenile

should not be allowed to enter the procedures of administration of justice or to
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get involved as little as possible so that it will benefit or improve, or adapt, or
rehabilitate himself better. There are various methods that can be applied, such as
warning, unofficial punishment, delay in filing the case further, applying unanimous
administration of justice, i.e. family meeting, dispute reconciliation.

From the study, it was found that the administration of justice for
juvenile Section 63 of the Juvenile and Family Court Act and Procedure Code
of the Juvenile and Family Court B.E. 2534, prescribing the Director of the
Observation Center to send his opinion to the prosecutor not to proceed
further with the case. This act can be treated as diverting the juvenile from the
administration of justice. There is no clear law that allows diverting the juvenile
case from other procedures of the administration of justice or to apply other
methods with the juvenile rather than Section 63 regardless of police or juvenile
observation and protection center, or public prosecutor, or the Juvenile and
Family Court.

Therefore to allow the diverting juvenile offended case from the administration
of justice, it can adapt and rehabilitate the juvenile effectively. There should be a law
with clear regulations describing about procedures, conditions and practices with
authorization of the official in proceeding the administration of justice despite
police, juvenile observation and protection center, public prosecutor, juvenile and
family court. Training should be held in order to increase knowledge and
understanding in proceeding such matters of the units regularly and to have
same understanding and practice guidelines under the same direction, which will

produce utmost benefit to the juvenile.
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
