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The main objective of this study is to examine the performance of the
Office of the Council of State (OCS) in implementing the Royal Decree oﬁ
Rules and Procedures for Good Governance B.E. 2546 which requires that all
government agencies should conform to attain 6 objectives in public
administration: (1) the effectiveness, (2) the efficiency, (3) the reduction of
work procedures, (4) the reinvention or restructuring of government agencies’
missions, (5) the accommodation and responsiveness to public need, and (6) the

performance evaluation of the public agencies.
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It is found, in accordance with those objectives mentioned in the Royal
Decree, that:

1. The OCS totally achieves the effectiveness. Certain requirements are
completed before the promulgation of the Royal Decree, some are implemented
later.

2. The OCS implements all the requirements for efficiency but some
requirements cannot be completed especially the cost-benefit analysis.

3. The OCS finishes the reduction of work procedures before the
promulgation of the Royal Decree as Information Technology is utilized and
decentralization is launched.

4. The OCS accomplishes the reinvention requirements; this is seen as
a direct influence of the Royal Decree.

5. The OCS implements all the requirements for accommodation and
responsiveness to public need but some requirements cannot be completed
especially the missions to be completed within specific period of time.

6. The OCS accomplishes the performance evaluation requirements;
the external audit is a direct influence by the promulgation of the Royal

Decree.
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
