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The purpose of this study was to study the relationships between the
social roles of parents, level of achievement regarding developmental tasks
and the adjustment behavior of adolescents towards their friends in Nakhon Si
Thammarat province. Furthermore, the aim was to compare the differences in
the level of achievement regarding developmental tasks and the adjustment
behavior of adolescents whose parents had different social roles, and finally,
to study the relationship between level of achievement regarding
developmental tasks and the adjustment behavior of adolescents towards their

friends in Nakhon Si Thammarat province.
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The sample consisted of 378 Matthom Suksa six students in the second
semester of the academic year 2004 in Muang Nakhon Si Thammarat School
and Tasala Phrasit Suksa School. The data was gathered by means of
questionnaires, which were divided into four parts: general information, the
social roles of the parents, level of achievement regarding developmental
tasks and adjustment behavior of adolescents towards their friends. The data
was then analyzed in terms of percentages, means, standard deviation, a t-test
and a Pearson correlation coefficient.

The findings were as follows:

1. Students followed the social roles of their parents at a high level, in
addition to exhibiting a high level of achievement regarding developmental
tasks, and a high level of adjustment regarding their behavior towards friends.

2. There was a significant difference (p < 0. 001) in terms of level of
achievement on developmental tasks among students whose parents had
different social roles.

3. There was a significant difference (p < 0.001) in adjustment
behavior among students whose parents had different social roles.

4. There was a positive relationship between the level of achievement
on developmental tasks and the adjustment behavior of adolescents towards
friends, with a significant difference and correlation coefficient of (p < 0.001)

and 0.508 respectively.
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
