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The principle of this paper is to find the appropriate procedural solution
to drug case in this present situation. First, we have to admit that the whole
system of our law doesn’t apply to the drug cases because many judges
couldn’t convict the offender as a result of inapplicable criminal procedural
law. The main reason is that our criminal procedure wasn’t decided to apply
with the drug case which they have a different structure from a usual criminal
case. In Thailand, the drug problems is spreading out like a virus and
connecting to the crime organization, which our law can convict only the sub-
drug dealer instead of the principle drug dealer.

However, many scholars are trying to develop the efficiency of their
criminal procedure. The outcome of this research established that many
countries around the world are trying to improve their law apply to this
problem. For example, The controlled derivery process, which our law office

can use this method to arrest the conspiracy others. Secondly, Suspension of
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prosecution, which the prosecutor will not trial the accused in conditon of the
accused must accept all conditions that the prosecutor’s given. The accused
will prevail from the criminal trial, if he or she can complied with the
conditions. Thirdly, the plea-bargaining process whereby the accused and the
prosecutor in a criminal case have mutually satisfactory disposition of the case
subject. It involves the defendant’s pleading guilty to some of the counts of a
multi-count indictment in return for a lighter sentence than the possibility of a
greater charge. The accused have to give out all the important information to
the prosecutor, which can be used to convict the principle drug dealer.

Finally, there are many suggestions about these problems. We can
conclude that improving our criminal procedural law is necessity and the Drug
Procedure Bill should be applied. So, it can have the appropriate measurable

suppression to the drug dealer.
