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The research objectives were (1) to study the attitude of upper primary
school students, toward Thai Music and Dance classes in Yan Nawa district,
which is under the jurisdiction of the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration
and (2) to compare the attitude of these students toward Thai Music and
Dance as classified by sex, level of education, occupation of the parents,
family income per month, personal income/allowance per month, and
assistance provided to their parents in their occupation. A total of 260
respondents, all of whom were primary school students in levels 4-6 of
Wat Dokmai, Pariwat and Wat Khlong Phum schools in Yan Nawa district,

were used as the sample in the research. A questionnaire was used as the
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main research tool. The statistics used in the analysis consisted of frequencies,
percentages, means, standard deviation, a t-test, a One-Way Analysis of
Variance and Least Significance Difference. These were manipulated by the
SPSS program for Windows. The research findings were as follows.

1. In general, the mean value of respondents’ attitude toward the
subject of Thai Music and Dance was high, and with specific aspects of the
program.

2. The results indicated that the respondents who were different in
terms of sex, level of education, the occupation of their parents, family
income per month and personal income/allowance per month showed
differences in attitude toward Thai Music and Dance at a level of

significance of .05, while there was no difference in attitude regarding those

who provided assistance to their parents in their occupation.
