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The aim of this research is to study (1) the duties and authority of the
National Counter Corruption Commission (N.C.C.C) in inspecting the assets
and liabilities of persons holding a high-ranking position, (2) the process,
method and practices regarding assets inspection, and (3) problems and obstacles
regarding assets inspection. This qualitative research gathered data from various
documents, as well as from the researcher’s experience as a staff member of
the organization. The research was divided into two parts: the first part concerned
the National Counter Corruption Commission. and the second part concerned

the inspection of assets of persons holding a high-ranking position.
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The results of the research found that there were many problems and
obstacles in investigating assets and liabilities, as follows. The provisions in
the law were unclear and not in the same direction. The persons submitting
the list of assets did not understand the process clearly. There were no criteria
and standards with regard to evaluating the assets. Accurate investigation
regarding the existence of assets and changes in assets and liabilities was mainly
done in accordance with the list and related documents. It was also found that
there was no punishment for heirs or personal representatives who failed to
file the list and related documents, or intended to file a false list and related
documents, or hid facts that should have been disclosed.

This research indicated that the implementation for prevention and
suppression of corruption was not effective due to the above problems and
obstacles. Therefore, the following suggestions are offered as guidelines:
amendment of the law that was a barrier to the inspection process, the provision
of knowledge regarding the submission of correct assets and liabilities, the
setting up of criteria and standards for evaluating assets, and the emphasis on
the inspection of information from external sources. An additional suggestion
involves the setting up of measures to keep a careful watch on each and every
individual submitting the list of assets, especially those suspected of corruption.

This will definitely benefit the people and the country as a whole.
