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The purpose of this study in “Limitation on the Rights of the Bank
Against the Buyer and Seller when Payment by Credit Card is Refused” is to
examine rights, duties and relationships among parties involving in credit
card contracts, especially in rights of the bank who issues a credit card as it
is considered a middleman on the payment between a cardholder and a store.
As the bank issuing a credit card will make a payment in advance to the store
and then the bank will collect such payment from the cardholder, two
contracts which are firstly a contract between the bank and a store and the
other one between the bank and a cardholder are, therefore, separate

contracts from a contract in sale and purchase of goods. As a result, when a
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cardholder refuses paying (the credit advance) to the bank with respect to a
use of credit card, the bank’s right against the purchaser (cardholder) and to
the seller should be considered.

From studying, it is found that law measurement in Thailand
has neither been clear in the area of rights, duties and relationships
among parties nor covered problems on the rights among parties in all
circumstances. Therefor, it causes problems to the bank in its rights against
the purchaser and the seller when the purchaser refuses to make payment to
the bank. In conclusion from this study, a specific law governing credit card
contracts should be imposed to provide clear and fair (rules) for all

participating parties.
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
