ABSTRACT

Thesis Title The Effects of Using Computer-Assisted Instruction
in the Subject of L ife Experiences of Prathom Suksa 6
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The purpose of this research was to compare learning achievement on
rocks and minerals of Prathom Suksa 6 students by using computer-assisted
instruction and the traditional teaching.

The 60 subjects in this study were Prathom Suksa 6 students selected by
random sampling from a demonstration school of Benjawansuksa. They were
divided into 2 groups, consisting of 20 students each. The experimental group
was taught with a computer-assisted instructional lesson and the contral group

with traditional teaching. The data was then analyzed by using t-test.
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The results of this study revealed that the learning achievement of

students taught with computer-assisted instruction was significantly higher than

the students learning through traditional teaching at a .05 level.
