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The purposes of this research were to analyze the political science
journals published between 1992-2002 in terms of publishers, authors,
contents, language, reference sources, writing styles and objective of the
journals, as well as the compatility of article contents and journal’s objective
including the trends in the political journals.
The results were as follows:-
1. Most of the journals were published by government agencies.
2. Most of the writers were faculty members.
3. Most of the articles were about political institutions

4. Most of articles were in Thai language.
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5. Most reference sources were printed materials.

6. Most writing styles were narrative.

7. The objectives of articles were coherent to the objectives of the
journals.

8. Regarding the trends of political journals, there are increasing

numbers of international relation articles.
