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The purpose of this research was to study the Instructional Media
Utilization of Saint John’s University’s Instructors. The population were
180 teachers from 6 faculties at Saint John’s University. The data was
collected by using the questionnaires and analyzed by using percentage, mean
and standard deviation.

The resu!ts revealed that: (1) The instructors had the experiences of
using instmctioﬂal media by studying from textbooks and selecting them by
their conveniences, quality, media available at the faculty, time-saving, and
the facilitating to students’ learning achievement and retention. (2) The

instructors’ problems of instructional media utilization at high level were the
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lack of technical knowledge and skills for producing and operating the
instructional media and equipment. There were insufficient media and
services. (3) The instructors required CAI lesson programmers and on-line
computer equipment sets at high level, for example: DVD, CD, VCD, digital
cameras, and audiotape recorder and players. Training courses in media
production and computer programming for instruction were needed. They
required materials and equipment for producing the instructional media. They
needed to provide the instructional media services for them at high level
including a media specialist for media selection advices. The convenience and
media services were necessary. Besides, they needed the computer room a
media-production room, and facilitating equipment in every classroom.

(4) The majority of instructors were agreed to establish the educational
technology center separately and independently under the president’s
responsibility. The administrators should have the experiences on educational
technology. They should be the representatives from the faculties. The
budget for operation should be allocated directly to the educational

technology center.
