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The purpose of this research were to study and to compare the problems
and needs for classroom research of teachers at level 1-2 under the Nonthaburi
Education Area I Office. The samples comprised of 300 teachers selected by a
multi-stage random sampling. Questionnaire with reliability of .97 was used
for collecting the data. Statistics used in analysis were percentage, means,
standard deviation, t-test and one-way analysis of variance.

The results indicated that:

1. The problems for classroom research of teacher at level 1-2 under the
Nonthaburi Education Area I Office, in general, was at a moderate level. The
teachers who differed in experience in research training and taught in different

school size had different in problems for doing classroom research at the
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statistical level of 0.05, but found non-significant difference when classified
by educational level and experiences in doing research.

2. The needs for classroom research of teacher at level 1-2 under the
Nonthaburi Education Area I Office, in general, was at a high level. The
teachers who differed in experience in research training and taught in different
school size had different needs for doing classroom research at the statistical
level of 0.05, but found non-significant difference when classified by

educational level and experiences in doing research.
