Under the provisions of The Cooperative Societies Act of 1999, it was

proclaimed that an institution would be established called the “Cooperative
' League of Thailand ”, the members of which are cooperative societies, with the

objective of promoting/supporting all types of cooperative society throughout
the Kingdom, thereby enabling them to attain prosperity without acquiring profits
or income for sharing among themselves.

Under the present Cooperative Act, the League is entitled to the following
revenue;

1. Subscription to the Cooperative League of Thailand,;

2. Government subsidies;

3. The interest arising from the central fund of unlimited-liability cooperatives

under section 8;
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4. Donations in the form of money or property;

5. Money or property remaining after the liquidation of a cooperative
under section 84 and section 86, paragraph 2;

6. Proceeds from the sale of technical books, documents or other materials;

7. Money or property received in return for services rendered,;

8. Interest accrued from the property of the Cooperative League of
Thailand.

The main source of the financial support of the Cooperative League of
Thailand is from the subscriptions of members of such cooperative societies,
as prescribed by Section 60. This may consist of not more than five percent of
the net profit, but may not exceed 10,000 baht, as specified by the National
Cooperative Development Board.

In practice, approximately half of the cooperatives fail to pay their annual
subscriptions. (Their arguments for failing to do so are elaborated in Chapter 4).
They are obligated by the Act to pay these subscripiions, but there is no legal
mechanism to ensure that this is carried out, and enforcement of the law is not
automatic. This legal problem has already been deliberated by the Office of
the Juridical Council.

Therefore, this thesis proposes amendments to Sections 60, 112, 115 and
118 of The Cooperative Societies Act, B.E. 2542, concerning subscriptions to the
Cooperative League of Thailand (CLT.). In addition, this research study also proposes
improvements to the structure of the CLT., currently characterized by the centralization
of authority and duties, whereby the latter would be decentralized and distributed

to regional cooperative leagues.
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The above-mentioned amendments and improvements will ensure the
enforcement of the law for all member cooperatives concerning subscriptions to
the Cooperative League of Thailand in a fair and equitable manner. In addition,
structural improvements to the Cooperative League of Thailand, creating regional
cooperative leagues in all 12 regions of the Kingdom, will promote a spirit of
partnership and cooperative activities within the scope of the CLT.’s objectives as
specified under the law. Hence, the sustainable development of the cooperative
system throughout the country in a proper manner will be assured and as
result, it will be possible to raise the standard of living of the members of such

cooperatives on a continuous basis.
