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The purpose of this research was to study item response patterns of
multiple choice tests with different numbers of choices by using the analysis
of Sato’s Caution Index. Samples were 356 Matthayom Suksa 2 students’ in

Samut Prakan province who studied the Basic Agricultural subject.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. Number of items of multiple choice tests with different numbers of
choices ﬁad statistically significant differences in the number of unusual item
response patterns at 0.05 level.

2. Number of students who took multiple choice tests with different
numbers of choices had no statistically significant differences in the number

of unusual item response patterns at 0.05 level.
