This research aims at a comparative study of social factors and
personality traits between female commercial sex workers and females in
other occupations in order to find ways to prevent the increase of female
commercial sex workers. The population consists of 100 female commercial
sex workers and 100 females in other occupations. The research tool is a
personality test 16 PF (Form A). The data was analyzed using a Chi-Square
and a t-test.

The findings are as follows:

1. The social factors of the female commercial sex workers are
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different from those of female in other occupations at a statistical significance
in twelve aspects: marital status, number of children, education level, income,
the sufficiency of income, the number of family members, sibling sequence,
parent’s marital status, number of dependents, religion, domicile and working
duration.

2. Female commercial sex workers possess personality traits that are
extremely deviant in factor B (Low Intelligence-High Intelligence).

3. Female commercial sex workers possess personality traits that are
slightly deviant in eight factors as follows.

3.1 Factor C (Emotional instability-Emotionally stable)

3.2 Factor G (Expedient and Self-indulgent-Conscientious)

3.3 Factor L (Trusting-Suspiciousness)

3.4 Factor M (Practical-Imaginative)

3.5 Factor O (Self-assured-Apprehensive)

3.7 Factor Q; (Group-dependency-Self-sufficiency)

3.8 Factor Q, (Undisciplined Self-conflict-Self-respect and
Controlled)

4. Female commercial sex workers possess personality traits that are
different from females in other occupations at a statistical significance in five
factors as follows.

4.1 Female commercial sex workers possess a personality trait

regarding socializing (A) at a lower level than females in other occupations.
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4.2 Female commercial sex workers possess a personality trait
regarding reasoning (B) at a lower level than females in other occupations.

4.3 Female commercial sex workers possess a personality trait
regarding merriment (F) at a lower level than female in other occupations.

4.4 Female commercial sex workers possess a personality trait
regarding suspiciousness (L) at a lower level than females in other
occupations.

4.5 Female commercial sex workers possess a personality trait

regarding self-sufficiency at a higher level than females in other occupations.
