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This purposes of this study are twofold: (1) to examine roles and
responsibilities of a Thai political party’s branches as identified by the Organic
Law B.E. 2541, and (2) to investigate roles and responsibilities of those branches
in practice in order to find out if they are in accordance with the Law.

It is found, as a result, that most of the Thai political parties’ branches
play two important roles:

(1) Roles as identified by the Organic Law B.E. 2541: member
recruitment, political education, etc.

(2) Roles in practical experiences. Most of the Thai political parties do

not pay much attention to the parties’ branches.
