The purpose of this research was to study factors affecting choices for
further study of Matthayom Suksa 3 students under the Nakhon Ratchasima
Educational Area 1 Office. The sample group for the research was 375
students selected by a multi-stage random sampling technique. The
instrument was a questionnaire concerning factors affecting choices for
further study with reliability value of 0.84. Statistics used in the analysis were
percentage, means, standard deviation, Chi-square and Point biserial

correlation coefficient.
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The results indicated that:

1. Personal factors, gender and achievement, were found to be
significantly related to their choice for further study at the .05 level.

2. Family factors, parents, educational level, father’s occupation and
family income were significantly related to their choice for further study at
the .05 level.

3. There was a significant, negative relationship between a factor of

income and their choice for further study (rpb = -0.498) at the .05 level,

is

indicating that students who expected high income tended to continue their

study in a general education program.

4. There was a non-significant relationship between a factor of people
and their choice for further study at the .05 level.

5. There was a significant relationship between a factor of fame
and choice for further study (rpbis = (.156) at the .05 level, indicating that

students who expected high fame tended to continue their study in a vocational

education program.
