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This research, titled “The Role of the Royal State Railway on the Security
of Siamese State,” has two main objectives. First, it is aimed to study the
historical background leading to the royal command to establish the royal state
railway of the kingdom. Second, this research tries to find out the real reason
behind this move by King Rama 5" which, the researcher believes, is contrary
to the conventional wisdom about the creation of Siamese state railway. This
study hypothesizes that the establishment of the Royal State Railway
fundamentally stemmed from security reasons at the high time of colonization.
By studying various sources of documents, it is found that:

1. For the reason of national integration during King Rama 5" several

delegations of Siamese officials were sent to remote areas adjacent to

neighboring countries, which prompted his majesty to find alternative means

of transportation.

2. As a result of the establishment of state railway, a vast area of waste
lands were reclaimed by the Siamese state, leading to further development of
the economy and, obviously, opening up alternative avenues for public

trasportation.
