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The purposes of this research were to study the status and the problems
of using the school-based curriculum according to the B.E. 2544 basic
education curriculum in secondary schools in Samut Prakan's areas 1-2
education service and to compare the status and the problems of using the
school-based curriculum according to the B.E. 2544 basic education curriculum
in secondary schools in Samut Prakan's areas 1-2 education service of the
personnel who had different status. The population for the study consisted of
administrators and teachers from 22 secondary schools in Samut Prakan’s areas

1-2 education service. Three hundred and ninety-nine samples were randomly
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selected according to the sizes of schools by using Taro Yamane’s formula.

Research tool was a questionnaire with reliability of 0.84 .

The findings were as follows:

1. Personnel’s opinions concerning the implementation and the state of
problems of using school-based curriculum according to the B.E. 2544 basic
education curriculum were in the middle level.

2. In comparing the conditions in the implementation of using school-
based curriculum according to the B.E. 2544 basic education curriculum in
secondary schools in Samut Prakan’s areas 1-2 education service, the personnel
who had different positions, educational observations and trainings indicated
statistically-significant difference at the 0.05 level. But for the personnel who
had different educational levels and came from different sizes of schools had
different opinions at the 0.05 level of non-significance.

3. The comparison of the state of problems in using the school-based
curriculum according to the B.E. 2544 basic education curriculum of the
personnel in secondary schools in Samut Prakan’s areas 1-2 education service
by positions, educational levels, sizes of schools, educational observations and
trainings showed that there were different opinions toward the state of problems

in using school-based curriculum at the 0.05 level of non-significance.
