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The purposes of this study were to construct and develop the 13
science process skills test, to assess the quality of the test, and to establish
the norm of the test. The sample group of this study was randomly selected
from 201 Matthayom Suksa 4 students enrolling in the first semester of
academic year 2004, in the Science-Mathematics program of demonstration
schools of Ramkhamhaeng University and Srinakharinwirot University
Prasarnmit. The instrument used in this study was a 13 science process skills
test. The reliability value was 0.52. The data was analysed by SPSS/PC+.

It was found that the test had a discrimination level, a difficulty level,
and a normalized T-score level of 0.20-0.64, 0.33-0.78, and T 22-T 75,

respectively.
