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The purpose of this study is threefold. Firstly to evaluate the effectiveness
of solid waste management of Tambon Administration Organizations (TAOs)
within Sam Phran District; Nakhon Pathom Province, secondly, to identify factors
assumed to be related to the effectiveness of solid waste management, and thirdly,
to study the effectiveness of solid waste management of 12 TAOs comparatively.

The research results are as follows:

1. The effectiveness of solid waste management is at the moderate
level.

2. Six out of seven factors are found to be related to the effectiveness
of solid waste management: budget adequacy, personal quality, adequacy of
the equipment and vehicles to collect, store, and convey the waste, managerial

competence of the concerned organizations, people participation in the local
areas and convenience of the transportation routes.

3. The only factor found to be unrelated to the effectiveness of solid
waste management is the adequacy of the personnel.

4. The solid waste management of BanMai TAQO is more effective than

the others.
