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The purpose of the research was to examine the effects of attitudes and
health locus of control on sexual-risk behaviors of Ramkhamhaeng University
students and identify the relationship thereof. The subjects for this study were
455 students at Huamak campus. Data were collected by a self-administered

questionnaire and analyzed by the SPSS for Windows program in terms of

percentage, frequency, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test analysis,

one-way ANOVA analysis and Pearson’s Product-Moment Correlation

Coefficients.
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The results were as follows:

Most of the students in the study showed moderate attitudes toward
sexual behaviors, health locus of control and sexual-risk behaviors.
Significant differences existed in the students’ sexual-risk behaviors on the
basis of gender, faculty and health locus of control, but did not at the 0.5 level
when their attitudes toward sexual behaviors were concerned.

There were significant, negative relationships between the students’
attitudes toward sexual behaviors and their sexual-risk behaviors at the 0.1
level and between the students’ health locus of control and their sexual-risk
behaviors at the 0.5 level. The results of the study indicated that if attitudes
toward sexual behaviors were properly instilled and health locus of control
informed, problems concerning the students’ sexual-risk behaviors would be

greatly reduced.
