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The objectives of this thesis are twofold: (1) to study the level of
people’s participation in crime prevention and suppression in terms of
dedication of time, labor and money, (2) to identify various factors affecting
the participation.

It is found, as a result, that (1) the level of participation is on the
minimal level, (2) and factors affecting the participation are gender, age,
community characteristics and length of time of inhabitation in the
community.

Four suggestions are employed:

1. Women should be encouraged to participate more.

2. Officers should be trained to provide the service with fairness and
equity.

3. People who just move into the neighborhood within 5 years should
be encouraged to involve more.

4. Media should be fully utilized in order to provide more

understanding about the project.
