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The purposes of this study were to compare self-discipline of
Matthayom Suksa 3 students among three differcnt types of child rearing:
democracy, laissez-faire and éutocracy. Three hundred and scventeen subject
were randomly selected by the multi-stage random sampling technique from
the population of 3,593 Mathayom Suksa 3 students enrolling‘ in the first
semester of the 2002 academic year in schools under the Department of
General Education in Ayutthaya province. Five forms of questionnaire were
used. The first three involving the three types of child rearing, democracy,
laissez-faire and autocracy, had reliability values of 0.8396, 0.8936 and 0.711,

réspectively, while the last two with rehiability values of 0.8137 and 0.8015
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involved two aspects of self-discipline. The returning rate of questionnaires
was 100%. The data was analyzed using percentage, average, standard
deviation, t-test and one-way analysis of variance.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The students of all three types of child rearing were highly self-
disciplined.

2. Statistically significant differences at the 0.05 level of the students’
self-discipline were found between boys and girls with the girls being more
highly self-disciplined.

3. When their family’s average income was concerned, the students’
self-discipline differed significantly at the 0.05 level in all aspects as a whole,
but did not in each aspect.

4. When their parents’ occupation and educational level were taken
into consideration, the students’ self-discipline did not significantly differ at
the 0.05 level 1n either all aspects as a whole or in each aspect.

5. The students of all ihree types of child-rearing differed significantly
at the statistical level of 0.05 in their self-discipline both as a whole and in
part. It was also found that the students raised democratically were more

responsible in their study than those raised strictly.
