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The measures in regulating gas retailing can be found in the
Announcement of the Revolutionary Party No. 28 on Petroleum Gas Filling.
This law aims at providing safety to the life and limb and property of the gas
consumers. However, it was found from the study that the Announcement of
the Revolutionary Party No. 28 could not catch up with the current situation
of the country. The shortcoming of the law ranges from the definition of the
term of gas retailing shop, whereby the retailers try to stock the gas lesser than
the quantity fixed by the law in order to avoid complying with certain
requirement of the law, to the insufficient severity of the punishment. The
process of providing remedy for the injury incurred to private individuals and
the public is not available in the law. In addition, lack of coordination among
the government agencies involved in gas retailing business results in harm to

the life and limb and property of the gas consumers. The author expresses her
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views by giving the recommendations that the definition of the term of gas
retailing shop should be revised to enhance the safety of the gas retailing
shop. The provisions related to penalty should also be revised. The agencies
responsible for gas should be reorganized as independent agencies for more
efficiency in regulating the gas retailing business. For practical reason
information related to the danger of gas should be disseminated to the public
so that they will be aware of the danger of using gas for preparing food and it

should be carefully handled.
