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This analysis is mainly aimed at (1) analizing Prabhassorn Sevikul’s
26 novels in various aspects including structure, theme, character, dialogue,
scenery and language usage; (2) exploring the way of life, social values and
social reflections narrated in the novels. The result of the research is presented
in the form of a descriptive analysis. The analysis reveals that most of
Prabhasson Sevikul’s novels are based on his experiences, research
informations and imagination. The plots of his novels begin with the basic
way of life of those people in Thailand and other countries. The main ideas
are the conflicts caused by different attitudes, social values and ways of life
and most of the stories have a tragic ending, with most characters being

realistic and lively. The scenery of Thailand and other countries are portrayed
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very clearly. Moreover, the novels of Prabhassorn Sevikul reflect clearly and
widely the way of life and the social values of each society. At the same time,
his novels also reveal the problem of broken homes and unhappy families, the
unsuitable seﬁual behaviours of the characters, the economic crisis
disadvantaging Thai businesses, the struggle for political power and political
conflicts within novels, reflect the writer’s world wide visions, creativity and
imagination. They stimulate the readers to preserve good virtues in their way

of life, social values and ethics in order to develop Thai society.
