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The objective of this thesis is to study the related laws on the protection
of the rights of the elderly in Thailand, and to focus on the implementation of
Thai laws and international laws including the legal measures to protect the
rights of the elderly in compliance with the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand 2540 B.E. for the better living of the elderly in associated with the
society.

The research reveals that the elderly had not been taken care well
enough for their health, living, income, and social cultures from their families
or even from the society due to the increasing numbers of the elderly in the
country and the changing economic development and social environment.
Furthermore, the legal measures to protect the rights of the elderly in Thailand

are 1neffective, because of the insufficiency of laws. Although the Draft Bill
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of the Elderly Act... B.E. itself, there will not be any provisions for the
protection of the rights of the elderly encoded sufficiently. It will be better if
there will be some provisions of this act concerning to the protection of the
rights of the elderly in compliance with the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand 2540 B.E. and the international law.

Therefore, the research will focus on the amendment of the related laws
concerning to the protection of the rights of the elderly in Thailand, as well as
the implementation of the measures and mechanisms of the roles in
compliance with the law. Hence, the legal measures to protect the rights of the
elderly in Thailand will be affected gracefully satisfactory to the society in the

future.
