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The purposes of this thesis were, firstly, to study the ranking of the ethical
values of students at Rajamangala Institute of Technology by fields of study,
commercial and industrial students, by sex, and by educational campuses.
Secondly, to study the relationship between the scholastic achievement and the
cthical values.

The finding were :

1. As a whole, the commercial and industrial students at Rajamangala
Institute of Technology in Bangkok ranked their ethical values at the high level,

with disciplinary at  the top, responsibility second, and gratitude third. Their last
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and next to the last choices were honesty, saving and economy, sacrifice, and
industrious respectively.

2. When considered by the sex variable, both sex groups of students ranked
their ethical values at the high level, and the female students showed that their
ranking of ethical values was at the higher level than the male students.

3. The educational campus variable was considered as a whole that the
students ranked their ethical values at the high level. When considered each of the
campuses, it was found that students in 5 campuses ranked their ethical values at
the high level Bophit Phimuk Maha Mek Campus, Bangkok Commercial Campus,
Uthen Thawai Campus, Bangkok Technical Campus, and Chakrabongse
Bhuvanath Campus, except for the Northern Bangkok Campus where students
ranked it at the moderate level.

4. According of the relationship between the scholastic achievement and
the ethical values, the result of this study indicated as a whole that the ethical
values of the students with good grades were at the high level while the students
with lower grades .showed theirs at the moderate level. The top priorities of the
students with good grades were gratitude, honesty, responsibility, saving and
economy, and disciplinary respectively, while those with lower grades were
honesty, gratitude, saving and economy respectively. It is also found that both

groups of students exhibited the moderate level of ethical values with sacrifice and

mndustrious.
