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The purposes of this study were to study life skills and child rearing

practices of early adolescents in Bangkok, and to compare their life skills

against different child rearing practices.

The subjects consisted of 522 Mathayomsuksa 2 students, who enrolled

in the first semester of the 2004 academic year, of 6 schools in Bangkok. The

tools used in the research were Child Rearing Practices Test and Life Skills

Test. The analysis techniques used in this study were percentage, means,

standard deviation, percentile and t-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The average score of interpersonal relationships and communication
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skills are 2.95 from 4.00, the average score of coping with emotions and stress
skills are 3.04 from 4.00, and the average score of decision making and
problem solving skills are 2.80 from 4.00

2. The early adolescents who were raised with high supportive rearing
practices had significant (p <.05) better coping with emotions and stress skills,
and decision making and problem solving skills than those raised with low
supportive rearing practices. But there was no different in interpersonal
relationships and communiéation skiils.

3. The early adolescents who were raised with high reasoning rearing
practices had significant (p <.05) better interperscral relationships and
communication skills, and coping with emotions and stress skills than those
raised with low reasoning rearing practices. But there was no different in
decision making and problem solving skilis.

4. The early adolescents who werz raised with psycnological-
punishment rearing practices had significant (p < .05) better iuterpersonal
relationships and communication skills, coping with emotions and stress skills,
and decision making and problem solving skills than those raised with
physical-punishment rearing practices.

5. There was no different in interpersonal relationships and
communication skills, coping with emotions and stress skills, and decision
making and problem solving skills between the early adolescenis who were
raised with high control rearing practices and those raised with low control

rearing practices.
