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The qualitative research objectives were to study 1) the roles of the
House of Representatives Committee toward the formulation of public policy
as Thailand Constitution, A.D. 1997 2) the functions of House of
Representatives Committee toward the formulation of administrative public
policy and 3) the suggestion for the House of Representatives Committee
improvement. The researcher was determined for the studying only the
present committee (2001-2005) which came from the local representatives
and party list. The study was collected data by primary data such as research
report, article, published materials including the in depth interviews by

accidental sampling from chairman, secretary, assistant representatives,
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technical officer and officer of the secretariat of the house of representatives.
The data analysis was used the analysis concerning general background, and

the roles of House of Representative Committee to the administrative policy.

The result of the study found that

1) The roles of the House of Representatives Committee was
examined concerning the formulation of pubiic policy correspondence to the
Thailand Constitution A.D. 1997.

2) The funciions of House of Representatives Committee was the indivect
approach via the mode of House of Representatives which the summary of the
study will submit to House of Representatives and sent to the government for the
consideration. If the government did not proceeded, the committee will be back
to the party for the formulation or using the data for plarning the policy
concerning the problem correction and serve need of the people.

3) The suggestion for the House of Representatives Coinmittee’s
improvement including 3 approaches such as work overlapping problems,
documents request and personal authority and House of Repiesentatives
Committee’s image. Minority problems were committee proportion,
committee selection, quorum and resolution, confidential meeting and
receiving the information authority.

The problems of the research survey were the correction of the
constitution, Regulation of parliament meeting, some improvement of

parliament operation efficiently and people benefit.
