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The purposes of this research were (1) to study the opinions of students
in Basic Education Expansion Schools of Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration towards six aspects of expected characteristics of academic
advisors, academic knowledge, duties and responsibilities, personality, human
relations, ethics and behaviors, and personal instruction, (2) to compare the
students’ opinions, which are classified by the status, in Basic Education
Expansion Schools of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration and (3) to study
about the problems and suggestions for advisors’ expected characteristics. The
population were 1,737 students in Basic Education Expansion Schools ot
Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. 377 students were randomly stratified.

The instruments of this study were 5 rating-scale questionnaires with 0.92 ot
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reliability, SPSS for percentage (%), mean, and standard deviation (8.D.), t-test

and One way variance of analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. Students’ opinions towards the expected characteristics of their
academic advisors in the aspects of academic knowledge, duties and
responsibilities, personality, human relations, ethics and behaviors, and
personal instruction were at the high level.

2. The opinions of students, as classified by different classes, towards
the expected characteristics of their academic advisors in the aspects of duties
and responsibilities, and ethics and behaviors were not significantly different ar
0.05 In contrast, their opinions in the aspects of academic knowledge.
personality, human relations, and personal instruction were significantly
different at 0.05

3. The opinions of students, as classified by gender, religions, living
with their different families, having different education fathers and different
education mothers, towards the expected characteristics of their academic
advisors in the aspects of academic knowledge, duties and responsibilities.
personality, human relations, ethics and behaviors, and personal instruction

were not significantly different at 0.05
