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The purpose of this study was to investigate factors of life quality of
students studying in Rajabhat Unversities in Bangkok Metropolitan. The
subjects of this study were 1,128 regular students enrolling in 6 different
Rajabhat Universities; namely, Sunandusit, Suasunanta, Chandrakasem,
Pranakorn, Bansomdejchaopraya, and Thonburi. Cluster Random Sampling
technique was used to obtain the subjects. The questionnaire with a reliability
of studying .81 accommodation .79 university services .85 spirit and emotion
.93 health and economy .95 society .86 relationship with other people .96
morality .95 was used to collect the data. A 5-point rating scale was applied
in the questionnaire. The Principal Component and the Varimax Methods
were integrated to extract the studied factors using SPSS for Window

software.
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It was found that:

1. Quality of life in relation to studying consisted of confidence in
institutions, study satisfaction, study planning and instructors.

2. Quality of life regarding accommodation consisted of convenience,
comfort, security and safety.

3. Quality of life concerning university services consisted of student
activity, study support, building/facilit es and counseling.

4. Quality of life regarding spirit and emotion consisted of emotional
stability, paranoia and confidence in living.

5. Qualiity of iife regarding heaith and economy consisted of daily
expense, health problems and sleeping.

6. Quality of life concerning society consisted of leisure activity,
living with other people and socialization.

7. Quality of life in relation to relationship with other people consisted
of family relationship, relationship with friends and other people and
relationship with varieties of people.

8. Quality of life related to morality consisted of morality.
