The purposes of this study were to study identity related to Drug user
and Non drug user of adolescents and to study identity that can discriminate
between Drug user and Non drug user of adolescents. The sample were 160
high school subjects from Phichit province under General Education
department. All of them were divided into two groups: (1) 80 high school
students who used to use drug and (2) 80 high school students who didn’t
use drug. The research instrument were level of identity questionnaire. The
data were analyzed by discriminant analysis technique with stepwise methods.
Wilk’s Lambda was used as the entry criterion.

The results of the study were as follow: Four variables can discriminate
of Druguser high school students and Non drug user high school students
correctly 70%. Apprenticeship or Anticipation of achievement, Self-certainty
and Role experimentation have positively related to Non drug user high-
school students group but Sexual polarization have negative related to Non
drug user high school students group. Stepwise discriminant function
analyses identified four variables accounting for 24.7 percent of the total
variance between the two group. Listed in order of relative importance, these
variables were Sexual polarization, Role experimentation, Self-certainty and
Apprenticeship or Anticipation of achievement. The percentage of correct
classification for predicting group membership of Drug user adolescent

student and Non drug user adolescent student was 70.
